Trinity’s Children’s Time with God (CTG) focuses on 5 areas of

Godly Play provides the foundational curriculum with 

supplements from other sources such the Bible, Book of 

Common Prayer and the Episcopal Diocese of Connecticut’s 

Education department. Students gather for community building 

and then enter into sacred space for story, music and prayer. 

During telling of The Story children practice appropriate 

listening and behavior skills so they may be well equipped to 

participate fully in a church setting as they mature. 

Children then go to their assigned rooms for additional 

education and supplemental projects. Each group will respond to 

the theme of the story in a variety of age appropriate ways 

through music, art, drama and contemplation.

Children’s Time with God is held from September till June 3, 

2012.

Our teachers have been trained in Godly Play instruction and 

are experienced in providing support and guiding of our children 

on their spiritual path. Teachers are required to be certified by 

the Episcopal Diocese of Connecticut through Safe Church a 

program for awareness of prevention of any type of abuse.

For children to become active and eager participants in the 

worship it is important for them to understand the rituals and 

tool used.   

 Children are exposed to Old and New Testament lessons 

and stories in the Bible and how they relate to their own 

stories, time and place. 

  Children practice their Episcopal faith using the Book 

of Common Prayer including knowing the Lord’s Prayer 

and following along during a worship service with the 

proper responses 

 All baptized children are welcome at the Lord’s Supper 

 Children study the stories of Jesus Christ’s life that  

provide templates for Christian Living  in present day 

life that includes loving God and loving our neighbors.
